Midcon II was the first con, that I have attended and I enjoyed it
enormously., Although I enjoyed the games-playing, it wes the meeting up
with meny people who previously were Jjust names to me ; either subbers to
POE, other zine publishers or players in games I am/have been involved in.
Even so, it is evident that there were many people present that I wanted
to meet but 4id not do so.

Seturday September 10th begen with a short trip to collect Douglas
Wilgon and then to deliver wife, gon and dog to mother-in-law for the day;
then on to the University srriving sbout 9, 30am. The first couple of hours
were pretty quiet, watching D & D end some wayout ( at least to me )
wargemes, and meeting one or two people., The the Dippy tournament begsan.

out. However, Chris relented and helped me into Bel for 6 units before we
took a bresk for s bite to eat after ADZ. )

After a couple of jars at the ber snd e quick trip to the local chippy,
accompanied by ilike Lesn and Chris Rick, the game continued until 7 pm
which was the specified time for gqualifying gemes to terminate. At this
time I had 11 centres having stabbed Germany after we had eliminated
Bngland.

Midcon I finsl ?2) but that he wes impressed by the other pleyers.

After the Dippy geame it was off to the pub with Sellick and Grzham,
Bob Howes and Robert Innes. Acouple of pints and a few sandwiches and then
baek to the con . The rest of the evening was spent mecting a few more
people, heving a couple more pints and playing & relsxing geme ef lah Jong
with Bob, Groham and Robert before leaving sbout 10, 45pm. ,
