Fiest class post is very reliable and it
is & notesble event if orders posted one day with a 9p stemp do not reach

me the next day. Only once has this happened when & letter posted in
Cambridge went to Liverpool first, reasching Nottingham 3 days later., But
2nd class post is shocking ) Last issue there was a cese of orders posted

on the tuesday before the desdline arriving on the mondsy after. Tough luck.
My abtitude on 2nd class orders is quisé clear in the house. rules,

Digressing slightly from the theme of the editorisl, one of the most
interesting points is seeing what kind of paper is used for sending orders,
and inparticulsr reading what is on the back of the orders.. The majority
of players use ordinary writing paper, student note-pasper or shaets from -
memo pads.
