in such a way that last issue it took me over 4 hours to duplicsate the
zine, I still don't really know what went wrong and at the moment I
havn't had time to check the duper out. There were faint strips down
several paBes, plenty of double feeding of sheets, and an excess of ink
liberslly sprinkled in lsrge blobs over certain pages. The main problem
was that the sutomatic inking wasn't working correctly and I ended up by
manually inking the bloedy thing using a whole tube of ink in the process.
The end result was & zine with a mucky appearance so apologies to everyone
and I hope it dossn't heppen again.

This week I have received a leaflet from the suppliers of the
stationery I use Tor FOE and some of the ¢osts have incressed slightly,
However, at the moment I find that I can abgorb these extra costs without
having to increage the price of FOE (hurrsh). So FOE is likely to remadn
et 16p per issue for the time being unless postal charges increase (boo),
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The biggest news story to emerge from the habby recently is the.
proposal from Mick Bullock regarding the future of the NGC. For those of
you that have not reed of it elqewhere9 Mick proposes standing for the
post of Gen., Sec, in this yeasr's NGC eléctions with s policy of folding
the NGC as it now exists. He proposes replacing it by a one men (himself)
operated concern aimed solely at introducing new meuwbers-into the hobby
as peinlessly as possible. He intends to continue to cull new members
in the old tried and trusted methods of advertising in Games Puzzles
and continuing with the flyer in the actual Dip. boxes., . fes of 50p
(apnrox) would be payasble by newcomers for which they would receive an

"introductory package' explaining the hobby, together with s number of
flyers advertising veriousg zinegs which individual publishers would have
prepared for him. He also reiuctently agrees to continue the NGC central
gamestart system but for = players first game only. The name 'NGC' would
be retasined but it would no longer be & club in the accepted sense and
no annual fees would be oharﬁed, It would become just a vehicle for
1nrodu01ng new members.

My view is that it is b501cally a very sound snd desirable proposal.
Howsver, befqgre I give Hick my wholehearted backlng there are a few points
that I think need further sttention. First there is the cash that the
NGC supposedly holds. Mick proposes either refunding it pro-rsta to the
memberchip; or using it to finence lasrge national cons, From my own
experience in the past when asgking for a statement of my NGC account, I
doubt very much 1f the NGC can say just who has paid what. Purther, I
would echo the sentimentes in e recent Inigma concerning game deposits
not being refunded, So it must be very “doubtful if stch g dlqtrlbutlon
of funds could Tte made.

The second point is the OGS, I am convinced that thie must be kept
on but accept that it be for a players first game only. The whole set- -up
must be geared to getting a new player into his first game as soon as
possible, Nothing can be more offputting than having to wsit monthg for
ones first game when the esgerness to play is there. If the OGS does not
operate and a prospective plgyer is merely channelled to g zine, he may
have a long wait for that zine's waiting-list to £ill. Delﬂy is ok if
you are swalting your second or third gsme but NOT if it is yeur first.
The CG8 must continue.,

Thirdly there is Mick Bullock himself ) Now liick is not just relisble,
he is ultre relisble, His record of publlahlng 1901last and N§ is superb
and he claims that he can cope with the extra worklosd that his scheme
would bring., I believe you Hick but I must re-iterate what John Piggott
said, What happens if you get trampled underfoot in an Anfield riot or
contract gelloping #Abbarot - or (heaven forbid) go to meet thet great
GH in the sky. The hobby would find itself in a bad way, As a solution
I would suggest that Mick has & named understudy who Would be able to
take over the 'NGC' at s moments notice if necessary,

Pinslly there is the old cuegstion of orphaned games, If you are in
the hobby long enough then you will find o zine folding under you and
the wait for the game to be rehoused can-kill off all interest. During
my ' gvreer’ I have been orphened 5 times in 13 games including one
game that was orphaned twice., I appreciate that rehousing has always
been a problem but perhaps now is the time to try to find a worksble
solu?ion and perhaps maeke it part snd parcel of ‘Micks new deal for the
NGC. ' 2?2

So, I am in favour of iick's proposal subject to these points. I
suspect that most of the hobby will also see that it really is the only
sensible way that it can continue to develop but I also expect it to
recelve gome opposition from hard line NGC ‘club' supporters. Mick, T
appreciate that you have no real control over my first point but I
would be grateful for your opinion on the otner threes,
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
