Interesting eh what ! & profit JJ I must sdmit that I was surprised to
finfi that I was in pocket., I should perhaps explain that since I began
FOE I have always kept the finances separate from my own money and so
I am able to produce such an accor i, I've never seen this done by any
other zine and suspect that the majority would not be able to do so.
The cash assests include retained zine credit and deposits from drop-
outs, aslthough one or two drop-outs do in fact owe me money., FOE has
algo finsnced the purchaqe of e duplicator for £20 so I suppose “that

- this increases the profit even further. There has salse been s few other

- handouts in respect of voxes of chocs to the woman that used to duplicate
FOE at the office before I had my own duplicator, and slsoc to the person
who arrsnges printing of the covers. : o :

"So I'm meking a profit § Should I be embarrssed 2 I don't know. NoO
~sllowance has been made for the time I've put into it or the overheads
such ag lighting end heating during the late hours of the dasy when Ifve
been typing stencils, nér for petrol on the occasions that I'wve made
trips to the Post O0ffice to post the zine, lMost editors claim they are
making a loss, but many charge more for their zine than I do. So I did
a few more calculations., £ince FOE began it .hes started 7 games with s
- 50p gamefee, 6 games with a £l gamefes, and at present has six players
on the wsiting list all of whom have paid £l. This totals £72~50. This
immediately shows that gamé fees are subsidising the zine, Perhaps not
a particularly surprising revelation but it makes me wonder how zines
fare who are charging nothing or very little for g game., So what of the
future ? Well game-starts will now slow down as I restrict myself to
running a maximum of 15 games =0 there will not be large numbers of
gamefees flowing in to subsidise the ziné, Nevertheless, in the healthy
financial position I find myself I sec no reason why the zine cost of
16p should not continue unlesb postsl charges or stationery ch rges

1ncrease dramatically.
Not reflected in all these figures is one very big perk., That is

that I trads FQE for 22 other zines. I suppose that to make sllowance
for all these trades I should pay the cost of these zines into the FOE
finances and this would show me meking a huge profit, I'm not prepared
to do this and consider trades as some 'payment' for my efforts and
time spent in producing FOE, dnyway, if it wasn't for the fact that I
publish FOE then I doubt if I would pay to receive more than half =
dozen zines - I couldn't aLfOPd it. Incidentally, trades account for
25% of FOE readership.

T think I'11 be using some of the cash I have to buy a better type-
writer than the present Imperisl portable that I use. Nothing elaborate,
one of these £30-£40 portsbles that Smiths and Boots are selling, This
typewriter was bought second hand asbout 4 years ago for £15 snd has
