Sanity returns with issue 26 S I enjoyed putting together the letter~box -
jemming issue 25 but I assure you I'm not going to make a habit of producing
such large issues. Back to the sgtandard 20-24 side edition,

Let's start with some bad news shall we ? As from issue 27, FOE will cost
20p ! I knows I know. Back in June of this year I mentioned that I FOE was making
a profit, but there has been guite a change in circumstances sinoe “$hen. The main
problem is that gamestarts have slowed down considerably with the resulting
decrease: in revenue. What is more worrying is that the number of subscribers has
slightly deopped. Howevery more people get the zine as a tiade due to the many
new zines that have appeared on the sdene lately and these copies have to be paid
for somehow. No complaints please ! 'I'm a firm believer in the trading system
as 1t is this that holds the hobby together in my opinion. I shall almays
trade with any zine that 1s seriously attempting to run Dip. games. Even at 20p
I think FOE.compares very favourably with other Dip zines, and extremely well
with those that are also stencil duplicated.

Another factor is the growth in size, Tracing the growth of FOE shows that
issue 1 was free, issues at 12p were 8,0 & 10 sides, Then the price went up to
15p and the sizes were 10,10,10,10,10, and for 16p 16514,16,12,18,14,15,20,18,

18 (the 'FOE is prof1%leo edltloﬁ),ZA,Zl 22,21 & 31. The recent larger issues
have meant more stencils and paper of course. 'So all in all I don't think that

20p is too much to ask. Should any future issues exceed the 60g minimum postal

weight 1limit (approx 24 sides) then I'll stand the extra cost myself. I expect

this state of affairs to céntinue until the next rise in postal ohargES or the

cost of stationery,
